fatally injured by a train. A passenger, who had challenged two men

about smoking, was pushed off the platform
and seriously injured at Farningham Road
station.

Containers were blown off two freight trains
travelling at speed. Lines were blocked at
Cheddington and Hardendale.

September

A train conductor in the rear cab was struck in
the face and seriously injured by a brick thrown
by vandals near Rowley Regis.

A passenger was struck and fatally injured at
Hythe CCTYV station level crossing.

A passenger was struck and fatally injured at a
level crossing at Tackley station.

October

A passenger fell from the platform at Seaforth
& Litherland; he was struck and fatally injured
